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Central Columbia Aquatic Club 

Revised By-Laws

(Established 2004)

Mission Statement:  The purpose of the Central Columbia Aquatic Club is to:  teach, practice and strengthen proper swim strokes at an early age and develop sportsmanlike conduct in such a way to enable the swimmer an easier transition to the Central Columbia High School Swim Team.

Article I:


Organization

Section I
The name of the organization will be Central Columbia Aquatic Club.

Section II
Official meeting place will be the Central Columbia Middle School.

Section III
The official mascot of the club will be the Blue Jay.

Article II:


Objectives and Purposes:

Section I
The Central Columbia Aquatic Club is a combination of a winter team that belongs to NEPAGSL and a summer team that belongs to SVSDL.

Section II
The Central Columbia Aquatic Club is a non profit organization, organized and created for the purpose of supporting and managing an age group competitive swim program for the students of the Central Columbia School District ages 5 years to 18 years of age and able to swim the length of the pool. 

Section III
To find and secure the best possible coaching staff to continue to grow and instruct the swimmers in a positive, healthy and nurturing environment.  This is to develop a positive attitude and experience for the swimmer.

Section IV
  
The Central Columbia Aquatic Club organization will

strive to keep the operating costs of the program as minimal as possible as to enable the most possible swimmers into the program.

Article III:


Membership:

Section I
The Central Columbia Aquatic Club will join and pay dues to a league for the summer competitive season which runs approximately Mid-May to the end of July.  The Central Columbia Aquatic Club will also join and pay dues to the same league or one similar for the winter competitive season, which runs approximately Mid-October to Mid-March.

Section II
All children that reside in the Central Columbia School District  are eligible to join the Central Columbia Aquatic Club.  All children from the age of five (5) to eighteen (18) are eligible to be a member of the team for the summer session.  For the winter season all children from the age of five (5) to fourteen (14) are eligible to be a member of the team.  This change is due to the swimmers of age fourteen (14) to eighteen (18) being eligible to swim with the Central Columbia High School Swim Team.

Section III
Each team member will be required to pay a registration fee, due two weeks prior to the first meet, which will be put towards coaching fees, league dues, operating costs, ribbon cost, etc.  These fees will be kept to a reasonable amount and will be reviewed prior to each season to ensure cost effectiveness.

Section IV
The officers of the organization will make every effort to ensure that no child will be turned away from the team due to financial difficulties.  The officers of the organization will work in conjunction with the school district to ensure that those unable to afford fees may still participate.

Section V
Parents/guardians voluntarily abide by the responsibilities set forth by the officers and the majority of the membership.  Such responsibilities include:  working the home and away meets (timing, scoring, concessions and ribbons), donations for the concessions stand (which include drink and food).  Any other required duties that will ensure a successful program for the members of the Central Columbia Aquatic Club.

Article IV:


Officers:

Section I
A.  The officers shall consist of:  President, Vice-President, 

 Secretary and Treasurer. 

B. Officers will be elected for two years and may succeed themselves.  At least two, current officers, to stay on each year. (revised 5/04) President & Secretary and Vice-President & Treasurer will be elected on alternating years.  Three members at large will be elected yearly.
C. Election of officers will be held at the meeting held at the completion of the winter session.  Decision by majority vote of active members in attendance.  An active member is defined as anyone who has a swimmer who swam the previous summer or winter season.  Only one vote per active member family.

D. Officers will assume their duties immediately following the election.

Section II
A. The President shall preside at all meetings and appoint

Committees.  The President will be the liaison between the parents, coaches, school district and leagues.  He/she will attend all league meetings to ensure continued communication and compliance with rules and regulations.  He/she, whenever possible, will attend and take any additional courses and exams to keep up with changes in each league official’s rules and certifications.

B. Vice-President shall preside at the meetings in the absence of the President and shall be in charge of ensuring all home and away meets are staffed and run according to the leagues guidelines.  The Vice-President will also be the committee chairperson for the end of season banquet/picnic and will either take care of or appoint a member to search and procure end of season awards/gifts for swimmers.

C. Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping account of all money received and pay all bills authorized by the organization in a timely and professional manner.  Treasurer is also responsible for submitting to the School District Board the necessary reports by the due date to ensure compliance with the guidelines set forth by the School District Board.  Treasurer will also be responsible for at each parent meeting submitting a treasurer’s report itemizing income and expenses for that period.

D. Secretary shall be responsible for taking roll, keeping and distributing accurate minutes from all meetings, keeping up to date rosters of swimmers, coaches, officers and league information.  The Secretary will be responsible for keeping an up to date email address database as well as current phone and address information of active swimmers and their parents/guardians.  Secretary will provide any required information to the swimmer’s parent/guardian by way of newsletters, email and phone in a timely manner and will send a copy of the revised by-laws to all officers and the School Board whenever needed.  

Section III:
Officers who do not perform their elected duties will be subject to removal by the parent body.  The parent organization will then appoint an interim officer to fill the remaining tenure of the officer.

Section IV:
Officers must have an active swimmer on the team.  The body will vote in a replacement if an officer’s active status has changed.

Article V:
Meetings:

Section I:
All meetings shall be called by the President or in his/her absence, by the Vice-President. 


Section II:
All meetings will be conducted according to the following procedure:

1) Call to Order.

2) Minutes of previous meeting.

3) Treasurer’s report.

4) Committee reports.

5) Old Business.

6) New Business.

7) Adjournment.

Article VI:
Amendments:

Section I:
A. These By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote of 2/3 of the CCAC.   

B. Only one vote per active team member family.  The President will cast the tie-breaking vote whenever needed.
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
